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START HERE

1. Find a clear area in which you can work.

2. Unpack fixture from the box.

3. Carefully review the instruction prior to assembly.

1.Shut off electrical current before starting. If the fixture you

   are replacing turned ON and OFF by a wall switch , simply

   turn the switch off. If not, remove the appropriate fuse

  (or open the circuit breaker) until the fixture is dead. DO

NOT

  restore current- either by fuse, breaker, or switch- until the

  new fixture is completely wired and in place.

STEP 1

1. To begin assembly of your fixture, first slip Stem-1

(ST-1) along wire and thread onto threaded tube (2)

and tighten. (see fig. 01)

2. Attach Stem-2 (ST-2) onto 1st layer of the fixture

together with junction cap (JC) and insert the lead wire

through the top stem-1 (ST-1).   (see fig. 02).

3. Next slip lead wire to strain relief (SR) and nut the

ground lug (GL) on the Stem-2 (ST-2) with bolt

mounted.

4. Next refer to instruction sheet VIS-01, provided, on how

to hang your fixture from the ceiling.

To Assembly:

1. Carefully unpack the fixture, spread out fixture, and lay out all parts on a clean

surface.

2. Place  Heavy duty mounting bracket(C) on the building structure by using (4pcs)

Machine bolts(B) and attach the Collar loop(H) to the Nipple(E).

3. Place the Canopy(F) over the Collar loop(H) and Nipple(E) all the way to the

ceiling and tighten by using (2pcs) sets screw(G) on the Collar loop(H).

4. Attach the Quick link(I) @ the Collar loop(H) with the Chain(J) and thread Top

loop(K) onto top of the frame.

5. Attach center stem-1 (CS-1) onto 1st layer of the fixture and insert the lead wire

through the top stem  (L).   (see fig. 04).

6. Prepare the 4x stem hook (SH) and position into places (see fig. 03)

7. Slide up and down the two distributor cover-1

8. Attach the the 2nd layer (see-fig.03). Note: Make sure   the distributor cover also

included.

9. After the 2nd layer are attach you can now make any connection both 1st and

2nd layer.

10. Next is attaching the 3rd and 4th layer. The same process but you need to

connect the center stem-2 (CS-2) and insert the safety cable through the center

pipe.

11. Pulled safety cable up to the ceiling and lock the cable to the house beam

structure.

12. Un-screw the set screw (G) from the canopy (F) and make connection from the

lead wire  to the house supplied power.

13. After done in wiring, put the canopy back in place and lock the set screw (G).

14. The frame are ready, but it will be necessary to install the crystal of each layer

(see-fig.04).

15. Power can now be restored.
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
